tions to be assigned to the Foundation. For obvious reasons, it is desirable to
keep the existence of thesc devices confidential, at least for the time being.
Since the present devices are technological extensions of the original invention,
and since the basic discoveries, as well as the details of the original invention,
have already been fully and formerly reported before scientific societies in
Urbana and in New York City, such procedure would not be in violation of
scientific ethics.

On motion of Mr. Herrick, the actions taken were confirmed and
the patent applications authorized.

AGREEMENT WITH DEMONSTRATOR'S ASSOCIATION OF ILLINOIS
AND APPROPRIATION FOR SERVICES TO THE
COLLEGE OF MEDICINE

(3) The Chicago Professional Colleges purchase anatomical specimens required
for the instruction of students and for research from the Demonstrator’s Asso-
ciation of Illinois, a non-profit corporation chartered to secure such specimens
for medical and other schools requiring the same, The participating institutions
pay the Association for services rendered, the charges in each case_being based
upon the number of specimens delivered. The charges are sufficient only to
cover the cost of preparing and delivering specimens, and the Association
realizes no substantial profits or surplus from its operations. It has never had
adequate quarters and has been carrying on its work in several old buildings
which are now the property of the Medical Center Commission. The building
presently occupied is in an unsatisfactory location and is in such poor condition
that expenditures for repairs would not be justified.

The University of lIllinois is represented on the Board of Directors of the
Association, and it is the judgment of this Board that the Association should
construct a new building suitably located and properly equipped for its work.
The Board proposes to increase the charges for specimens sufficiently to amortize
the cost of a new building and equipment over a period of years, but it has no
capital for construction and the only feasible method of financing it is through
securing advance payments from participating institutions for services to be
rendered. The institutions making such advance payments will not be charged
the additional prices for specimens to be paid by other institutions and agencies
served by the Association.

A fund of $100,000 is needed by the Association for the purchase of a site,
construction of a building, and installation of equipment. The Association asks
the University of Ilinois for an advance payment of $33,410 for services to be
rendered, in return for which the University will be relieved of approximately
$2,000 per year of extra charges for the specimens it will purchase.

The Business Manager of the Chicago Professional Colleges, the Acting
Dean of the College of Medicine, and the Comptroller recommend that the
Board of Trustees authorize an agreement with the Demonstrator’s Association
and payment of $33,470 for this project. Funds are available for this purpose in
the readjusted budget for the operation of the Rescarch and Educational Hos-
pitals recently authorized by the Board.

I recommend that this plan be approved, that an appropriation of $33,410 be
made from the source indicated, and that the Comptroller and the Secretary be
authorized to execute the necessary documents subject to approval of the same
by the Legal Counsel.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, this recommendation was approved,
an appropriation of $33,410 or so much thereof as may be necessary
was made for the project, and authority was given as requested. This
action was taken by the following vote: Aye, Mr. Bissell, Mr. Herrick,
Mrs. Holt, Mr. Johnston, Mr. Livingston, Mrs. Watkins; no, none;
absent, Mr. Grange, Mr. Hickman, Mr. Megran, Mr. Nickell, Mr.
Stratton.
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WAGE AGREEMENT WITH BUILDING SERVICE EMPLOYEES

(4) With the approval of the Board of Trustees (May, 1943), the work week
of Building Service Employees (janitors) at Champaign and Urbana was estab-
lished. In July, 1943, the Board approved payment of wage rates to janitors in
Champaign and Urbana based on Class B Common Labor rates paid in this
community. In NMay, 1048, again with the approval of the Board, an agreement
was negotiated for a rate structure and conditions of employment paralleling, in
principle, those in agreements between the Building Managers Association of
Chicago and Building Service Employees in that city.

The present agreement with the employees at Urbana-Champaign is on a
year-to-year basis and provides that either party may reopen the agreement for
new negotiations upon notice to the other at least sixty days before expiration
of the agreement. Inasmuch as it was based on actions of the Board of Trustees,
the Director of Nonacademic Personnel requests authority to renegotiate the
agreement with the understanding that final approval of the negotiations rests
with the Board of Trustees.

I concur.

On motion of Mr. Bissell, authority was given as requested.

STATUS OF PLANS FOR DEVELOPMENT OF TELEVISION PROGRAM
(5) President Stoddard reported informally on the status of plans for the
development of the University’s television program in terms of a reduced budget.
He stated that if sufficient funds are appropriated by the General Assembly of
Illinois for the bicnnium of 1953-1955 to maintain the operation of the Univer-
sity on the same basis as during the current bicnnium, including commitments
already made, it would still be feasible to begin the operation of a television
station. Such an operation would necessarily be on a limited scale but perhaps
adequate to meet the requirements of the Federal Communications Commission
for the issuance of a license to construct and operate an educational television
station on Channel 12, and to meet the conditions of the Ford Foundation's
offer of a grant of $100,0c0 for this program.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, the President of the University was
authorized to do whatever is necessary, within prospective budgetary
resources, to carry out plans for the development of such television
facilities as are feasible, and including steps to secure the allocation of
Channel 12 to the University.

President Livingston stated that he would reactivate the Special
Committee of the Board of Trustees on Television and that he would

make an appointment to the Committee as replacement for Mr. John
R. Fornof.*

BIENNIAL BUDGET FOR 1953-1955
(6) The Special Committee appointed by the Board of Trustees on March zs,
1953 (Minutes, page 597), to confer with the Governor and the officers and
committees of the Sixty-eighth General Assembly of Illinois regarding the
University's biennial budget made an informal report of a conference held with
the Governor on March 30 and subsequent conferences with the Director of
Finance.

Copies of a formal statement given by the Committee to the Gov-
ernor and of the public announcement made by the President of the
University on the following day were sent to all members of the Board
of Trustees and copies have been filed with the Secretary of the Board
for record.

. 1President Livingston subsequently appointed Mr. Cushman B. Bissell as a member of
this Committee. (Secretary’s note.)
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OPEN SESSION
At this point the Board convened in open session to consider the
following reports and recornmendations from the President of the
University.

APPOINTMENT TO BOARD OF EXAMINERS IN ACCOUNTANCY
(7) The Committee on Accountancy recommends the appointment of Mr.
George R. Catlett, C.P.A., a partner in the firm of Arthur Anderson and Com-
pany, 120 South LaSalle Street, Chicago, to the Board of Examiners in Ac-
countancy for a period of three years beginning July 1, 1953, replacing Mr. C. R.
Miller whose thrce-year term will expire June 30, 1953.

I concur.

On motion of Mr. Herrick, this appointment was approved.

APPOINTMENTS TO THE FACULTY

(8) The following ncw appointments to the faculty of the rank of Assistant
Professor and above, and involving tenure, have been approved since the pre-
vious mecting of the Board of Trustees.

1. RAODES W. Farrerince, Visiting Associate I’rofessor of Geology, be-
ginning September 1, 1953, at an annual salary of $6,000 (D).

2. PauL B. Szanto, Clinical Assistant Professor of Pathology, College of
Medicine, beginning April 1, 1953, without salary (DY).

Appointments to the Nonacademic Staff

The Director of Nonacademic Personnel reports the following appointments to
supervisory positions of upper level responsibility.

3. Davip W. BoxraM, Senior Accountant, beginning March 16, 1953, at an
annual salary of $5,400.

4. GrorGE P. Porrer, Assistant Instrument and Efficiency Engineer, begin-
ning March 2, 1053, at an annual salary of $4,500.

5. Davip T. Wiant, Placement Officer, Office of Nonacademic Personnecl,
$Chicago Professional Colleges, beginning March g, 1953, at an annual salary of
3:420.

6. GorpoN WiLBERT, Senior Accountant, Chicago Professional Colleges, be-
ginning March 2, 1953, at an annual salary of $4,560.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, these appointments were confirmed.

LEAVE OF ABSENCE FOR PROFESSOR ROBERT BIERSTEDT

(9) Professor Robert Bierstedt of the Department of Sociology and Anthro-
pology, who was granted a sabbatical leave of absence for the academic year
1053-1954 on one-half pay, has requested that in lieu thereof he be given leave
of absence for the year without pay so that he may accept a visiting assignment
as Professor and Chairman of the Department of Sociology and Anthropology
at the City College of New York. The President has approved this request and
accordingly Professor Bierstedt’s name has been deleted from the list of
sabbatical leaves approved by the Board of Trustees at its meeting on March 25,
1953.

This report was received for record.

GRADUATION WITH HONORS IN AGRICULTURE
(10) The Faculty of the College of Agriculture and the University Senate
recommend the following plan for awarding graduation honors in agriculture,
effective January 1, 1954:

Honors awarded to superior students at graduation shall be designated,
after the name and the degree on the diploma, as Honors and High Honors.
For the degree with Honors, the students must have an average of 4.2 in all
courses used for graduation; for the degree with High Honors, the student
must have an average of 4.5 in all courses used for graduation.

I concur.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, this recommendation was approved.
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CHANGES IN CHEMICAL ENGINEERING CURRICULUM
INCLUDING ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS
(11) The Faculty of the College of Liberal Arts and Sciences and the Univer-
sity Senate recommend the following changes in the curriculum in chemical
engineering, to become effective in September, 1053:

(a) Entrance Requirements. Three and one-half units of high school math-
ematics to be required as follows: albegra, two units; plane geometry, one unit;
trigonometry, one-half unit. An additional one-half umt in solid geometry is to
be recommended. (The present mathematics requirement is albegra, one and
one-half units; geometry, one unit; however, three units of mathematics are
recommended.)

Students who present only one unit in algebra and one unit in geometry,
and who meet all other requirements, may be admitted on the condition that the
deficiencies be removed during their first year of residence.

Students who do not present the three and one-half units in mathematics as
specified may be admitted to full standing by passing a proficiency examination
at the University which will indicate that their preparation is adequate for
entrance into analytic geometry.

(b) The sequence Mathematics 122 (Analytic Geometry), 132 (Calculus,
first course), 142 (Calculus, second course) will replace the sequence Mathe-
matics 117 (Combined Freshman Mathematics), 127 (Combined Freshman Math-
ematics, continuation of Mathematics 117), 137 (Calculus), 147 (Calculus,
continuation of Mathematics 137).

(c) The sequence Physics 106 (General Physics— Mechanics), 107 (Gen-
eral Physics — Electricity, Magnetism, Modern Physics), 108 (General Physics
— Heat, Sound, Light, Modern Physics) will replace the sequence Physics 103
(General Physics — Mechanics, Heat, and Sound), 104 (General Physics — Elec-
tricity, Magnetism, Light, and Modern Physics).

(d) A student who has had neither French nor German in high school may
substitute the second year of the language requirement for the required six
hours of General Studies electives.

1 concur.

On motion of Mr. Bissell, this recommendation was approved.

CHANGE IN REQUIREMENTS FOR DEGREE OF DOCTOR OF
PHILOSOPHY IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION

(12) The Faculty of the School of Physical Education and the University
Senate recommend that for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy in Physical
Education the general requirement shall be “a minimum of eight units of credit
in physical education courses, or in related courses in health education and
recreation,” effective immediately.

I concur.

On motion of Mr. Johnston, this recommendation was approved.

CHANGE IN REQUIREMENTS FOR THE DEGREE OF BACHELOR
OF SCIENCE IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION

(13) The Faculty of the School of Physical Education and the University
Senate recommend that the requirements for the degree of Bachelor of Science
in Physiecal Education (Men) shall include eight hours of biological scierice,
specifically either a combination of Division of General Studies 131 and 132
(Biological Science), or a combination of Botany 100 (General Botany) and
Zoology 104 (Elementary Zoology). This change in the requirements will be-
come effective Seplember 1, 1953, and will be applicable to all students entering
the curriculum after that date.

I concur.

On motion of Mrs. Holt, this recommendation was approved.

PROGRAM IN AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE

(14).The Un_iversity_ Sepate recommends (a) a continuation of the two-year
terminal curriculum in aircraft maintenance, and (b) that this action shall not
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be considered as constituting a precedent for the establishment of similar
programs.
I concur.

On motion of Mr. Johnston, these recommendations were approved.

APPROPRIATION FOR INJURIES TO EMPLOYEES

(15) Certain Workmen's Compensation claims of an unusually large size have
resulted in extra demands on the Injuries to Employees Account, so that funds
now appropriated will be insufficient to mecet our liabilities under the Workmen'’s
Compensation Act. It is, therefore, requested that an additional $19,800 be
appropriated to that account to meet the University’s liabilities to the following
named employees: Florence Dixon, James A. Johnson, James A. Voss, Frank
Seiler, William Riggins, and James L. Ragle.

With this appropriation for these several claims, the present balance of the
Injuries to Employees Account should be sufficient to meet the other expendi-
tures required. It is anticipated that not all of these cases will be settled by the
end of the current fiscal year, and it is therefore requested that any unexpended
balance of this special appropriation be carried over to the next fiscal year.

I concur.

(16) The Board of Directors of the Athletic Association has made the follow-
ing assignments of funds which represent changes in its budget and are subject
to approval by the Board of Trustees:

On motion of Mr. Herrick, these adjustments in the budget were
approved.
INCREASE IN TUITION FEES

(17) The special committee appointed by the Board of Trustees on March 25,
1953, to confer with the Governor on the University’'s budget for 1953-1955
recommends that to provide a part of the income needed for the biennium the
tuition fee be increased $10 a semester and $5 for the eight-week summer ses-
sion, this increase to apply to all colleges and schools of the University and at
all levels of instruction.

The revised fees at Urbana-Champaign and at the Chicago Undergraduate
Division would then be $50 a semester ($100 an academic year) for residents and
$160 a semester ($320 an academic year) for nonresidents. The eight-week sum-
mer session fee would be $25 for residents and $80 for nonresidents. Partial fees
shall be adjusted on a pro rata basis by the PPresident of the University on
recommendation of the Committee on Fees and Scholarships.

In the Chicago Professional Colleges the academic year (September to
June) is divided into three twelve-week terms instead of two semesters, with an
optional term of twelve weeks offered during the summer months in the College
of Medicine. The present tuition fees are $27 each quarter ($81 an academic
vear) for residents and $100 each quarter ($300 an academic year) for non-
residents. Hence, the increase applicable to the Chicago Professional Colleges
would be $7 a quarter. The revised fees would then be $34 each quarter ($102 an
academic year) for residents and $107 each quarter ($321 an academic year)
for nonresidents.
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I concur and recommend that these changes become effective September 1,
1953.

CONTRACTS FOR FIRE STATION IMPROVEMENTS
AT URBANA-CHAMPAIGN

(18) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend award
of the following contracts for improvements in the Fire Station at Urbana-
Champaign:

The base bid is $24,520. The University will take two alternates

which provide deductions of $425 for omission of asphalt tile floor

surfacing and $860 for omission of painting of masonry surfaces;

The above awards are to the lowest bidders.
Electrical work — Potter Electric Co.,, Urbana........................ 7 238 25

It is proposed that this phase of the work be done under the Uni-
versity’s standing cost-plus contract with the Potter Electric Com-
pany for remodeling work. The Physical Plant Department re-
ports that it is not feasible to prepare specifications and secure
competitive bids on the electrical work and complete the project
by the end of the current fiscal biennium when the funds available
for it will lapse.

Funds for this project are available in the state appropriation “For remod-
eling, modernization, and improvement of existing buildings at Urbana-
Champaign, including water reclamation installations, plans and specifications
and fixed equipment installed relating thereto,” and have been released by the
Governor.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute the contracts with E. N. DeAtley and the
Reliable Plumbing and Heating Company and the change in the contract with
the Potter Electric Company for this remodeling work.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, this recommendation was approved

and the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were authorized
to execute the contract.

CONTRACT FOR REMOVAL OF SMOKE STACK FOUNDATION
IN MECHANICAL ENGINEERING LABORATORY

(19) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend award
of a contract for $5,250 to E. N. DeAtley, Champaign, the lowest bidder, for
the removal of the foundation of the smoke stack in the Mechanical Engineering
Laboratory, formerly the Engine Room of the old power plant. The old plant
had two smoke stacks, one in the old Boiler House and the other in the Engine
Room. The two stacks, other than the foundations, were removed several years
ago. The removal of the foundation in the old Boiler House, now the Engineer-
ing Research Laboratory, is not necessary at this time, but the foundation in the
former Engine Room, now the Mechanical Engineering Laboratory, takes up
much needed floor space and should be removed.

Funds are available in an appropriation made by the Board of Trustees on
January 21, 1053, for removal of the stack foundation and improvement of the
vacated area.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute this contract.
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°
On motion of Mr. Johnston, this recommendation was approved
and the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were authorized
to execute the contract.

CONTRACT FOR MACHINE SHED AT DRUG PLANT
EXPERIMENT STATION

(z0) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend
award of a contract for $17,772 to Ford Brothers, Chicago, the lowest bidder,
for the construction of a machine shed and equipment building at the Drug
Plant Experiment Station at Lisle, Illinois. This Station at the Morton Arho-
retum is used jointly by the College of Pharmacy and the Department of Horti-
culture, It replaced the former Cook County Experiment Station near Des
Plaines which was sold when residential and industrial growth in this area
reduced its effectiveness for experimental work on vegetable crops.

The structure will house tractors, discs, a truck, and other farming equip-
ment and will also be used as a repair shop.

The Board of Trustees has already made an assignment of funds for this
construction.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute this contract.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, this recommendation was approved
and the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were authorized
to execute the contract.

CONTRACT FOR REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT OF MAIN BOILER
ROOM STACK AT THE CHICAGO UNDERGRADUATE DIVISION

(21) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend award
of a contract for $3,000 to George E. Corbett Boiler and Tank, Inc., Chicago,
the lowest bidder, for replacing the main boiler room steel stack at the Chicago
Undergraduate Division at Navy Pier.

The stack has deteriorated to such extent that it is a serious hazard and
its collapse would cause considerable damage to the property and would en-
danger students and staff in the second floor annex. Under the terms of the
lease with the city of Chicago for the rental of Navy Pier, the University is
responsible for this replaccment.

Funds are available in the Physical Plant budget.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute this contract.

On motion of Mr. Johnston, this recommendation was approved

and the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were authorized
to execute the contract.

CONTRACT FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF PIPING IN THE MEN'S

GYMNASIUM AT THE CHICAGO UNDERGRADUATE DIVISION
(22) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend award
of a contract for $4,760 to the World Plumbing Company, Chicago, the lowest
bidder, for the removal and replacement of cold water piping in the Drill Hall
at Navy Pier, which is used as a men’s gymnasium by the Chicago Under-
graduate Division.
- When the Drill Hall was constructed by the Navy twelve years ago black
iron piping was used due to shortage of standard piping normally used in such
installations. Rusting of the piping has caused leaks and this deterioration will
increase. The contract provides for installation of galvanized iron piping. Under
the terms of the lease with the city of Chicago for the rental of the Drill Hall,
this replacement is the University’s responsibility.

Funds are available in the Physical Plant budget.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute this contract.
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.
On motion of Mr. Herrick, this recommendation was approved and
the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were authorized to
execute the contract.

AGREEMENT WITH COMMONWEALTH EDISON COMPANY FOR
EXTENSION OF ELECTRIC SERVICES AT
CHICAGO PROFESSIONAL COLLEGES
(23) The Director of the Physical Plant and the Comptroller recommend exe-
cution of an “excess facilities agreement” with the Commonwealth Edison
Company for the supplying of electric service to the East Dentistry-Medicine-
Pharmacy Building now under construction.

The Board of Trustees has approved an agreement with the Commonwealth
Edison Company for the delivery of electric power at the Chicago Professional
Colleges through central points and its sale under a plan known as “multiple
service and combined billing.” This results in a lower rate since it is based on
the total demand. The delivery of electric power to the East Dentistry-Medicine~
Pharmacy Building will require the Commonwealth Edison Company to furnish
and install certain underground and vault equipment for which the University
will make a lump sum payment of $9,367 and pay a monthly transformer rental
of $278.25 to Commonwealth. However, the reduced billing under this arrange-
ment will result in the recovery of the payment of $0,367 by the University
during the first three years. The reduced billing will continue thereafter.

Funds are available in the appropriation for the construction of the East
Dentistry-Medicine-Pharmacy Building and in the operation and maintenance
budget of the Physical Plant Department to provide for these payments.

I concur and recommend that the officers of the Board be authorized to
execute the necessary documents.

On motion of Mrs. Watkins, this recommendation was approved.

CONTRACT FOR PURCHASE OF COAL FOR CHICAGO DEPARTMENTS
(24) Bids have been recelved on uniform specifications for the purchase of
16,000 tons of coal screenings to be delivered, as required from August 1, 1953,
to June 30, 1954, to the Medical Center Steam Company operated by the
University.

The Business Manager of the Chicago Departments, the Director of the
Physical Plant, and the Comptroller recommend award of a contract to the
Silver Creek Coal Company, Chicago, the lowest bidder, for 114” screecnings
coal to be furnished from their mine at a cost of $4.25 f.0.b. mine, freight $.78,
plus $1.32 handling and delivery charges, or a total estimated cost of $101,600.
This price is based on the present wage scale and is subject to increase or
decrease in the event that wage contracts now in effect are changed. Any such
change will affect the price to the extent that production costs are increased or
decreased by the new contracts. The University has the right of approval or
rejection of any such increase in price.

The lowest bid is determined by the number of British Thermal Units for
one cent based on guaranteced analyses. A continuous check at the power plant
is provided to insure compliance with specifications.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute the contract subject to approval by the Governor
as required by the state constitution.

On motion of Mr. Johnston, this contract was awarded as recom-

mended, and the Comptroller and the Secretary of the Board were
authorized to execute the same.

* OIL. AND GAS LEASE ON FORMER OLNEY AGRICULTURAL
EXPERIMENT FARM

(25) The University formerly owned ¢6.31 acres of land in Richland County
near Olney, Illinois. It was purchased in 1009 as an experimental fruit farm
for the Department of Horticulture and was used continuously until 1951 when
it was sold on recommendation of University authorities and with the approval
of the Board of Trustees. In selling the land the University retained one-half
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of the mineral rights. The Calvert Drilling Company, Inc, Olney, wishes to
secure an oil and gas lease on this land. Raymond Hahn, the present owner, is
agreeable to such a lease.

The area to be leased is approximately seventy-seven acres. A standard form
of lease for a period of two years has been proposed with the provision that if
drilling operations are not commenced on or offsetting (ie., a well drilled
directly opposite and within 330 feet of any line) said land within a year, and
completed with due diligence with a depth sufficient to test the “McCloskey”
formation, the lease shall be terminated. The University would receive one-
sixteenth (or one-half of the usual one-eighth provision) of any oil or gas
produced, plus a rental of $1.00 an acre in the event the Company wishes to
continue the lease in the second year in the absence of successful drilling. The
Board of Trustees previously authorized the lease of this land, when it was
owned by the University, to the Sun Qil Company but this lease has now
expired.

The proposal submitted by the Calvert Drilling Company, Inc., has been
checked by the Comptroller and the Legal Counsel who recommend its
acceptance.

I concur and recommend that the Comptroller and the Secretary of the
Board be authorized to execute this lease.

APPOINTMENTS TO THE 1953 SUMMER SESSION STAFF
(29) I submit recommendations for appointments to the faculty for the 1953
summer session. The appointments and the budget provide for an eight-week
session at Urbana-Champaign and at the Chicago Undergraduate Division.

Salaries of members of the faculty recommended for appointments to the
summer session staff are computed on the basis of two-ninths of the salary of
the academic year for two months of summer service in accordance with the
terms of employment of the academic staff as authorized by the Board of
Trustees.

The budget totals $464,000 for Urbana-Champaign, including a reserve of
$13,083 to be assigned on recommendation of the Dean of the Summer Session
in terms of enrollment demands, and $87,000 for Chicago, including a reserve
of $14,800 to be assigned on recommendation of the Dean of the Undergraduate
Division.

The proposed 1953 summer session budget is $52,500 less than the 19352
budget. This is due to a slightly smaller estimated enrollment and the elimina-
tion of sections with small registrations.

I recommend that the appointments to the summer session staff and the
reserve for unassigned salaries be approved as submitted and that the President
of the University be authorized to accept resignations and to make such
changes, adjustments, and additional appointments as are necessary, in accord-
ance with the needs of the University and within estimated income.
