45 other firms were invited to bid; 44 did not respond and 1 firm, IMS Systems, withdrew their bid response because they could not provide the required customer references and would not qualify for award based on their lack of an Illinois Department of Human Rights (IDHR) number.





The ADIC Scalar 10K library system is critical to NCSA’s mass storage environment due to the fact that the current library, an ADIC AML/2 houses more than 800 terabytes (TB) of data in its archive and grows between 20 and 40TB per month.  The rapid growth of the user data dictates that NCSA expand its storage capability by adding a new robotic tape library.  The new library must house a large volume and variety of media cartridges to allow for expansion.  It is also compatible with the IBM 3590 and LT02 drive and tape media technology currently used at NCSA.  This system will provide the ability to transfer current drives to the new library.  The ADIC system will provide NCSA users with rapid data access and minimize downtime due to its capability to swap tape units without taking the tape drive system “off-line”.�

Natural gas is used to supplement the steam requirements when the BTU’s produced by the coal alone are not high enough to provide the steam required.
