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REPORT OF THE COMPOSITION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF WOLCOTT, WOOD AND TAYLOR, INC.

· Enrico Benedetti, M.D., Department Head and Professor of Surgery (selected by the Executive Committee of the College of Medicine Medical Service Plan (MSP) for a two year term ending June 30, 2026);

· Michael Zenn, M.B.A., Senior Advisor, Enterprise Strategic Initiatives, Office of the Vice Chancellor for Health Affairs (selected by the VCHA for a one year term ending June 30, 2026);
