( I )  A request from Mrs. Henry J. Mies, President of the Illinois Home Bureau 
Federation, that a committee of that organization be permitted an interview at this 
meeting of the Board.

& Bollenbacher have secured prices or made estimates, on all of which items I recom- 
mend that the Board of Trustees grant general authority to the Purchasing Agent and 
the architects, Granger & Bollenbacher, to  secure definite prices where same have 
not already been secured, and to award contracts or place orders. 

On Sheet 4 I have recommended that a contract be awarded to the Davis Con- 
struction Company for Service Connections and Equipment for the Medical Build- 
ings, and that the estimated balance of $1,504.89 be encumbered for engineering 
services rendered, or to  be rendered by the L. A. Snider Engineering Service, Inc., 
in connection with this installation. The rate of four percent on the cost of work 
handled is the arrangement which the L. A. Snider Engineering Service, Inc. has with 
the State of Illinois on services rendered through the Division of Architecture and 
Engineering.

The University Appropriation Bill, as passed by the Legislature, allots to the 
University a total of $11,280,000 for the next biennium, of which $1,400,000 is for the 
medical and dental building in Chicago. There is thus available for operating ex- 
penses for the biennium a total of $9,880,000, which is an increase of $350,000 from 
State funds over that of the last biennium. In addition, fees for State students have 
been increased from $25 to $35 a semester by action of the Board and fees for 
out-of-State students from $37.50 to  $62.50. 

The increased funds available for operating purposes for next year therefore arc 
as follows: 

I .  Increase in State appropriation for next year, $175,OOo. 
2. Estimated increase in student fees and miscellaneous, $230,000. 

This latter figure is computed on a conservative basis. The miscellaneous item 
includes.sales from all sources (except Agriculture) and a shrinkage of $Z~,OOO is 
allowed in this miscellaneous item. The item of income from student fees is estimated 
on a possible slight shrinkage in the number of students paying fees next year. I be- 
lieve we can safely assume that the figure of $230,000 will be exceeded in our actual 
receipts. The available funds for next year, therefore, show an increase of $405,000 
over last year for operating purposes. This we have tried to budget very conserva- 
tively in order to  allow for all possible sources of uncertainty for next year. 

APPROPRIATION FOR T H E  COLLEGE OF LAW 

T H E  UNIVERSITY BUDGET FOR 1931-32 
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Sulary Increases. This item is, I think, unusually conservative. Our salary roll 
for the current year is $4,315,000. lye are proposing to add to this in salary increases 
ody a total of $120,000 for next year in all branches of the University. This small 
sum is an investment in the morale and holding power of the University, n-hich 
cannot be over-emphasized. \Ve are proposing the addition of $r~g,ooo in new 
positions. A list of these is presented, but outside the College of Medicine and a very 
few additions in departments to  relieve over-crowded situations, there is no expansion 
recommended. The majority of these positions are part-time assistants or instructors 
to relieve over-crowding in existing situations. 

The increase in general expense and equip- 
ment, other than non-recurring items, is $89,623. This includes an item of $35,000 
under the head of administrative and general expense to take care of the reorganiza- 
tion of the administrative office in the Chicago Departments resulting from hlr. 
Browne's retirement; to allow for any possible expansion of the President's Office 
during the year in terms of added officials; and several small miscellaneous items. 
&-I considerable portion of this will probably not be used for the present. 

To these total commitments for operation should be added $ j4,800 in items of 
special equipment for the schools and colleges of the University, which will be obli- 
gations only on the coming year's income. This gives a total commitment from in- 
come of $379,423, leaving unappropriated balances of approximately $26,000, to  
M. hich an item of approximately $22,000 excess of income over estimates for the cur- 
rent year should be added, making a total unappropriated balance out of next year's 
funds of $47,597 which may be used for general budget purposes. In addition to this 
the University will have a Reserve and Contingent Fund for next year for non- 
recurring appropriations of about $200,000, making a total reserve of approximately a 
quarter of a million dollars based on a very conservative estimate of income for next 
year. I am proposing to encumber this $ZOO,OOO in lapsed balances a t  this time by 
$24,794, as shown on page 364 of the Budget. The balance of $175,000 will be 
a\-ailable for non-recurring expenditures in accordance with the usual practice 
throughout the year. 

The fund for Physical Plant Extension remains a t  $130,000 as was the case last 
1 ear. The proposed distribution is indicated on page 30%. 

Considering the fact that $54,800 for non-recurring items of equipment is charged 
to income rather than to lapsed balances for next year, the further fact that a con- 
servative estimate has been made which should leave us with at  any rate as largean 
excess of income over estimates as is reported for this current year, and the third fact 
that the Physical Plant Extension items for the second year of the biennium can be 
got more from lapsed balances and less from income than is proposed in this year's 
budget, we should have from one hundred to  one hundred and twenty-five thousand 
dollars available the second year for such expansion as should be undertaken at that 
time, even though there may be no increase in income from student fees during the 
second year. I have followed, in other words, the usual practice of the University in 
thus undertaking during the first year of the biennium somewhat larger increases than 
during the second year. The entire University organization is accustomed to this 
policy and it has seemed to me a wise and logical one. I feel, however, that the 
budget for next year has been made on an entirely safe and conservative basis; that 
sufficient free working funds will he available to handle particular needs as they arise; 
<ind that, as indicated above, the reserve for next year will be sufficient to carry us 
through the second year of the biennium in good shape. 

There are appended hereto certain summary statements of general University 
income, of the distribution of these increases among the schools and colleges, of 
proposed salary increases in larger amounts. and  of new positions of professorial rank. 

There are several specific matters to  which I am calling your attention in sep- 
arate memoranda.

These appropriations arc! based on a n  estimated distribu- 
tion of expenditures according to the various budget classijications of “Wages, Ofice 
Expense, etc.” Expenditures should be made in approximate accord with that dis- 
tribution, materMl departure from whuh  should be reported in adwance Lo the Dean QT 
Director or other o&er concerned, and to the Comptroller. All unencumbered balances 
in these appropriations lapse June 30.

I am ready to  submit to the Trustees a t  their next meeting the studies for the 
additional Medical and Dental laboratory unit and recommend that a contract with 
Granger & Bollenbacher for architectural services on the present unit be extended to  
cover the next unit.
